3. Each student should ideally take at least one modern language. However, if a student finds languages particularly difficult (maybe he/she is dyslexic), he/she may sensibly opt not to take either French or German; but it should be recognised that a language is a requirement for admission to the majority of courses in the National University of Ireland colleges (UCD, UCC, NUIG, NUIM, RCSI).  
4. Of the remaining three subjects, it would be advisable, but not in any sense essential to give consideration to selecting at least one science subject and one business subject.
