1. Students in 2nd and 3rd years study the following exam subjects:  C.S.P.E., ENGLISH, GEOGRAPHY, HISTORY, IRISH, MATHEMATICS, RELIGION and SCIENCE.
2. PHYSICAL EDUCATION and S.P.H.E. are taken as non-exam subjects.

3. In addition to the above, students also choose 3 other subjects from the following list:  ART, BUSINESS, FRENCH, GERMAN, HOME ECONOMICS, MUSIC, TECHNICAL GRAPHICS, WOODWORK.
4. Each student should take at least one modern language. However, if a student finds languages particularly difficult (maybe he/she is dyslexic), he/she may sensibly opt not to take either French or German, but it should be recognised that a language is a requirement for admission to the majority of courses in the National University of Ireland colleges (UCD, UCC, NUIG, NUIM, RCSI).  No such requirement exists in respect of entry to the Institutes of Technology, Trinity College, University of Limerick or Dublin City University.
